Order 890 Effect on Pending Transmission Service Requests

FERC’s Order 890 specifies a change in the criteria that govern a customer’s exercise of renewal rights under Section 2.2 of the Tariff.  These new criteria are stated in the Tariff provisions included in SPP’s October 11, 2007 Order 890 compliance filing and made part of the current Tariff.  Order 890 further provides that these Tariff modifications will not become effective until the Transmission Provider’s Order 890 Compliant Planning Procedure (SPP’s Attachment O) filing.  SPP filed revised Attachment O Tariff sheets bearing a December 14, 2007 effective date.  

Order 890 provides for a transition from the Order 888 Criteria to the Order 890 Criteria by allowing a customer already having renewal rights under the Order 888 criteria a right to one last exercise of these renewal rights under the Order 888 criteria subsequent to the effective date of Attachment O.  The availability of this one last exercise of renewal rights, post the effective date of revised Attachment O, critically depends upon having in-place a service agreement carrying Order 888 renewal rights prior to the effective date of Attachment O.  Renewal requests with Service Agreements that will be executed after the effective date of Attachment O must be for a minimum term of 5 years.


There are a number of transmission service requests in SPP’s Transmission Service queue, having a requested term of one year or more but less than 5 years, that have not yet been processed.  Absent other action, if the service for these requests is granted, there would be no roll-over rights associated with them under new Order 890 rules.  On December 14, 2007, SPP filed a request with FERC to waive these Order 890 roll-over rules for all long-term transmission service requests submitted to SPP prior to October 1, 2007, the initiation of the most recent open season, and not yet under a service agreement.  If granted, this waiver will provide the transmission customers for this group of requests one more opportunity to exercise roll-over rights 60 days prior to the end of the reservation.  In order to preserve subsequent roll-over rights, the term of such roll-over request must be 5 years or more.
Any request made on and after October 1, 2007, will be processed under Order 890 roll-over rules.  Roll-over rights will only apply if the initial term of service is 5 years or more.  Any customer desiring to change the term of a posted reservation may do so by withdrawing the current reservation and entering a new one with the desired term.
