Source/Sink Validations in SPP – Addendum: 6/10/02
Dear SPP member or market participant:  

As noted in the prior posting, as of June 1 SPP is enforcing its policy that “All Source/Sinks on tags must match the Source/Sinks on the OASIS reservation.” SPP will allow customers to use a different Source/Sink if SPP determines the Source and/or Sink on the tag is “electrically equivalent” to the Source and/or Sink specified on the OASIS reservation.

SPP has posted a list of “electrically equivalent” Source/Sinks on the SPP OASIS website and is in the process of automating the tagging validation to use this mapping file.  Until this automation is implemented, SPP will be forced to manually review tags that do not pass validation. Therefore, SPP is strongly encouraging customers submitting requests for secondary service or hourly non-firm service use exactly the same (not an electrically equivalent) Source/Sink on the reservation as they will use on the tag. This will greatly assist in the processing of tags and will help customers avoid having a tag denied because Tariff Administrators did not have time to manually review why the tag failed validation.

Summarizing, when possible, please submit requests for secondary service or hourly non-firm service using exactly the same (not an electrically equivalent) Source/Sink on the reservation, as the Source/Sink will be on the tag. Once the automated tagging validation is implemented to map electrically equivalent Source/Sinks, this will not be necessary.

Source/Sink Validations in SPP – Clarification: 5/31/02
Dear SPP member or market participant:  

When E-Tag 1.7 went operational, there was considerable confusion on what needed to be submitted to TSIN.COM and placed in the NERC Registry.  SPP staff requested each Transmission Owner register any PORs and PODs needed and each PSE (or control area) register any necessary Sources and Sinks.  At the same time, SPP staff registered all PORs and PODs needed for SPP transmission service.  

The Sources and Sinks used on tags need to exactly match the Sources and Sinks on the SPP OASIS reservations. 
 Because of the initial confusion, SPP has not been rigorously enforcing the validation of this data so wholesale commerce could continue unabated.  The registered Sources and Sinks used on tags sometimes differed from those on the SPP OASIS and SPP Tariff and Scheduling Staffs attempted to manually validate this data and allowed differences.  In order to prepare for summer operations, however, the SPP Tariff and Scheduling Staffs can no longer allow differences between the tag and OASIS. SPP will continue to work with customers for a short transition period.
Effective June 1: 

All Source/Sinks on tags must match the Source/Sinks on the OASIS reservation. 
 
If the Source/Sink on a tag does not match the associated Source/Sink on OASIS, the tag will be denied.  

SPP has added all NERC-Registered Sources and Sinks in SPP and the 1st Tier Control Areas and all the 2nd Tier Control Areas to its OASIS drop down list and will continue to update the list.   If the desired Source/Sink is not yet available from the drop down lists, please select “Other” and type the appropriate Source or Sink name that has been registered at NERC and will be used on the corresponding tag(s).
